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LETTER FROM OUR RECTOR 
 
If you visited Blofield church recently you might have 
noticed the alstroemeria that are often displayed in small 
vases on the west end tables. They are very colourful and 
just the other week the reddish-brown hues of these 
flowers captured the oncoming autumn season just  
perfectly.   Colours so superbly depict seasons, moods 
and feelings of so many kinds.   
 
Colours and particularly colourful flowers can also help 
us when we seek to commemorate and remember. The 
red poppy is a classic illustration of this, depicting the 
red blood of the fallen as well as the places where they fell.  As November  
approaches this year we will be remembering with the aid of many poppy 
wreaths and flowers the sacrifice of the fallen as our commemorations to mark 
the 100th anniversary of the Armistice reach their climax in various events in 
our community and churches.  Do come along to one of these events. 
 
Also, very early in November, we have the opportunity to commemorate and 
remember loved ones who had died at the annual memorial service in the 
 benefice to be held at Blofield church on Sunday 4th November at 4.00 pm.  
This year we will be remembering in a slightly different way.  
 
Everyone who wishes to remember a loved one who has died will be invited to 
bring along a chrysanthemum plant and place it in Blofield church in the week 
commencing Monday, 29th October in an area that will be set aside for them.  
Before the service on the Sunday evening they will be distributed around the 
church on window ledges.  During the service everyone who attends will be  
given a chrysanthemum stalk with a flower head and at an appropriate point  
invited to attach them to a cross as an act of commemoration.  Everyone will be 
welcome to take their chrysanthemum plant home with them after the service if 
they so wish, so a little marker will be available to write a name on in the area 
where they are to be left. 
 
This way of remembering is not so innovative as it might at first sound for it is 
part of a long-established custom in many parts of Europe.  And, as always 
though, the aim of our acts of commemoration is to bring us into a deeper 
knowledge of that eternal peace and love that God offers us in Jesus.

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THE JOY OF óPLAY CHURCHô TODDLER GROUP AT BLOFIELD CHURCH 
 
The success of any group venture in church depends almost entirely on the help and  
willing service of volunteers, both from church and parents, and it is this that has made 
our toddler group such an exciting and fun place to be. As Jesus teaches us, true  
leadership is not about achieving the highest and most glamorous position but it is about 
getting down on your hands and knees and washing othersô feet. Well, Iôm not sure we 
wash each otherôs feet each week but we certainly spend a lot of time on our hands and 
knees setting and tidying up and playing with the children at our toddler group and yes, 
sometimes, washing hands and feet! Our team of helpers has grown as the numbers have 
increased over the years but each has found a place where they are most comfortable 
with the help and guidance of those who have previous experience of those roles. 

  
Our team is made up from experienced child care workers, 
teachers, hospitality helpers and gentle souls who love 
spending time with young 
children but the most 
 important quality everyone 
has in the gift of welcoming 
and making every family and 
child feel valued. We try to 
make sure we talk to all the 
parents each week, get to 

know what the children like doing and have enough help to 
assist young children when involved with messy activities while mum or dad is busy 
with a younger baby.    

 
 
 Everyone who walks through the doors is a gift and a joy and 
the welcome they receive when entering must be the same for 
mums/carers we know well and also for new families who  
arrive.  Weôve learned from mums (and dads) that just coming 
through the doors can be a challenge for someone who is  
feeling depressed after the birth of a baby or that joining a 
group where you donôt know anyone can be difficult. Weôve 
seen the confidence of parents grow, weôve seen friendships 
blossom and weôve seen the Holy Spirit reach parents whoôve 
never been to church, who say ñI really want to have my baby 
 baptised. This place is amazing.ò Thereôs excitement from our 
church family when someone from the toddler group joins us 
for one of our special services or when thereôs a baptism during 
a service.  
 

Blofield Church is a large and beautiful building and we are able to arrange safe play 
areas and experiences in a variety of areas from birth to school age. The baby area in the 
nave, set out with toys, play mats and a ball pit is safely out of the way of older children 
with dolls buggies and ride-ons and where Super Heroes whizz along the aisle on hobby 
horses or playing ball games. There is a water play area in the nave as well as a role play 
area.   
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The chancel lends itself to ómessy playô, Duplo, Brio train sets, animals, cars and sand 
play. There is also a quiet area for books, puzzles and reading stories.                                               
On busy afternoons we may take the older children to the childrenôs corner for a ómagic 
carpet imaginative storyô using the childrenôs ideas. The highlight of the session is a 
song time and óteaô for all the children and parents in the West End where itôs fruit and 
healthy snacks for the children and babies and tea and cake for the parents. This is a 
lovely chance for chat, sharing and tidying away. 
 
As a church we facilitate óPlay Churchô but it is a provision 
for the parents/carers and their children so it has been lovely 
to see them organise the Nativity Play and a few sessions of 
Rhyme Time this year which was enjoyed by the church 
congregation.  
 

 
Our sessions are free and 
given with love but if  
anyone wishes to contribute 
they can leave a donation 
which helps to provide teas 
and replace toys and  
equipment. Of course, the 
toddler group doesnôt just 
happen each week; we  
produce a leaflet explaining our aims and advertise through 

Sure Start, Friends of Blofield Church Facebook page, our Parish Newsletter and posters. 
Registration, data protection and ópermission for photographsô forms all need to be 
 produced as well as sending emails to our parents detailing special events and term 
dates. Itôs also important to make sure we have enough help each week but the  
enjoyment and satisfaction from reaching out to families in the community makes the 
hard work worthwhile.
